Clapping tells the musicians I liked what I heard.  

 

When I hear people clap, if I want to,  

I can clap too. 



 

There will be a break.  This is called intermission. 

 

During intermission, people will leave the theatre. 

 

I can leave the theatre with my group to get a drink,

After the intermission, everyone will come back  

into the theatre to their seats. 

 

The theatre will get dark and quiet. 

 

The musicians and conductor will come back out  

and play more music. 

 

I will try to be quiet during the show
